Creating a Wetland Scene

· Create a visual display (3D model or video; along with your group’s poster) to show your trip through the wetland you are discussing.

· You will be graded on how well you lead the class through an imaginary trip of your wetland…

· What does your wetland provide for people in the US?

· Stopping to explain how 5 plants and/or animals have adapted to different conditions of your wetland.

· How do humans currently affect your wetland?

· What are the pollutions that affect your wetland?

· Are they point source, non-point source or both types of pollution

· What is being done to repair or protect your wetland?

· Bonus is given if you focus on a current wetland found in NC (If you choose this step, be sure to talk about the river basin it is found in. (
· You will present your display on Tuesday…no exceptions (or excuses) will be accepted. If you don’t have it done or forget it at home, your group will receive a ZERO for the assignment!! (so make sure all members of the group have at least a copy of the project with them)
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
