
Endangered Animals of the World Project

There are many species whose populations are in danger of extinction. In this project we will focus on animal species, simply because there are more resources available about animals.


You must select an endangered animal species from the list, you may choose an animal that is not on the list but it must be pre-approved by your teacher. Only one person will be allowed to research a given species.
The project has components:

· A presentation: You want to make your presentation as if you were presenting it to the Board of Directors at a zoo or wildlife federation. You will need a hand-drawn picture: You must include a hand-drawn picture that is colored and labeled of your species. 

· Research: You need to include the following items about your animal:
· The common name AND scientific name of the species

· A description of the natural habitat and where in the United States it is found. (Both past and present, if applicable)

· Life history characteristics:

· Diet, size of animal, housing requirements, climate requirements, relationship with other species (predator/prey), how old are they before the reproduce, how often do they reproduce, when is the animal active (is it seasonally, day, night) living habitats, solitary or group/pack type species.
· Why is the animal endangered? Is it overhunting? Habitat Destruction? Other?

· When was it listed as endangered?

· Explain what the Endangered Species Act of 1973 is and when do we call a species endangered versus threatened.

· What is the present-day world-wide population size? How many are left?

· What conservation efforts are underway?

· What is being done to save the species? Is this working?

· What organizations exist to promote the preservation of this species?
