Plate Tectonic Assignments

Choose at least 60 points of work. All work is expected to be in a final form (TYPED if it is a written piece) and of very high quality. Circle/highlight your choices and submit this page with your final projects.

1. Research a scientist who contributed to the plate tectonic theory. Write a story about them on the day they announced their discovery or on their job. Include background information. (10 pts)

2. Create a cross word puzzle with 10 up and 10 down. Don’t forget the clues! (10 pts)

3. Create a game. Include 20 questions and a related board (20 pts)

4. Research a major geological occurrence related to plate movement (ex: earthquake, volcano, tsunami) and make a diary (at least 5 entries) of that experience as if you were there. Include location, type of event, how it relates to plate tectonics destruction, deaths, and use your 5 senses (15 pts)

5. Create a timeline of the development of the study of plate tectonics. Use pictures and creativity. (10 pts)

6. Research and display your understanding of an instrument used to study the shifting of the plates. (10 pts)
7. Demonstrate your understanding of plate movement with an experiment or demonstration that you design. Include complete lab report. (10 pts)

8. Write poems and/or sing songs about the various topics (5 pts each – total of 10 points)

9. Write a 5 paragraph essay that discusses what Earth would be like without plate tectonics.

10. Draw a comic strip (6 frames minimum) that uses humor to explain the theories. Must be colored and neat (10 points)
